“While AirVenture 2020
planning began in
earnest at the end of
AirVenture 2019, the
real onsite preparation
work for our annual
convention doesn’t
happen until May. That is when many of our
dedicated volunteer work parties arrive in force and
start the serious work to prepare the convention
grounds. We have already identified those tasks that
could be deferred until June, while still enabling us
to have a safe and successful event in late July.

Currently our timetable for our next major decision
point is not until May. In the meantime, we are
continually preparing and in planning mode, which
includes a variety of “what-if”” scenarios. The
choices are stay the course, delay, or cancel. Of
course, the ability to delay would be dependent on
volunteer support and exhibitor commitment and
probably could not be later than late August. Again,
it is important to consider all options but it is also
